To address this lack
omission the following addition to the policy will apply to rumble strips on median
shoulders:

Discontinue rumble strips on the median shoulders less than 6 feet (1.8 meters)
wide if guardrail exists or is proposed.

The 6-foot (1.8-meter) offset has been selected for two reasons:

2. Widths less than 6 feet do not provide sufficient room to operate the majority of
available equipment that is used to route the rumble strips into the pavement.
