
107.11.8 Protection of Aquatic Resources 
Unless permitted or authorized, do not impact any aquatic resources located adjacent to the 

project. Avoid all equipment traffic, fill material, staging activities and other disturbances to all 
aquatic resources. When working above aquatic resources, employ positive means to protect 
aquatic resources below. 

In areas adjacent to any water body including streams or irrigation ditches crossing the 
highway, and any wetland areas; or in areas immediately adjacent to the highway susceptible to 
sediment transport, conduct construction, staging and paving operations in a manner to prevent 
materials from entering these areas. 

Any impacts to these areas and associated consequences, without the proper permitting, 
are the responsibility of the Contractor. The Contractor must secure the appropriate permits or 
authorizations prior to working in these areas. If complete avoidance of these areas is not 
possible, contact the Project Manager who will coordinate the permitting effort with the District 
Biologist or the District Environmental Engineering Specialist. 
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
